CHRISTODOULOS Neo-
phytou (right) yesterday
announced he would be
running for president in the
forthcoming elections.

didates Neophytou, Costas

Neophytou was born in
1950 in Famagusta and was
third in a line of six children.
His younger brother Mamas
died during the 1974 inva-
sion. He has two grown-up
sons with his wife Chrysta.

Coming from a poor back-
ground, Neophytou arrived
in London after his military
service with £15 in his pock-
et and despite his financial
difficulties, managed to ob-
tain a BSc in Applied Eco-
nomics.

He acquired many more
specialities after university,
including script writing, mar-
keting, advertising, business
administration, web design
and hypno-psychoanalysis.

He became a refugee be-
fore finishing his studies
so he remained in London,
where he created his own
small business.

He returned to Cyprus
permanently in 2003, after
specialising in hypno-psy-
choanalysis for five years in
London.

“Why should you honour
me with your vote?” he asks
on his website (www.isokra-
tiacy.com).

“For the country’s best
interests and yours,” he re-
sponds. “Because I have no
obligation to be influenced
by political parties, party
leaders and sponsors; be-
cause I am free to serve the
country’s best interests.”

He added, “Because my
programme is clever, revo-
lutionary and pioneering;

MISSION impossible: that’s
what independent candidate
Christodoulos Neophytou yes-
terday called his bid for the
Presidency.

"I'm under noillusions. | realise
that I’'m attempting something
unattainable," he told newsmenin
Nicosia yesterday.

Neophytou, 58, is a business-
man who has spent most of his life
in Britain.

He’s the "mystery candidate"
mentioned by The Weekly last
week, drawing on information
from the daily newsletter Offsite.

He studied economics in Lon-
don, after which he got into com-
puters and real estate, becoming
an active member of the Greek
Cypriot community in Britain.

"I'm semi-retired now. | pass my
time touring the Greek islands
aboard my yacht," he said.

Asked why he was running for
the top job, Neophytou said he
was concerned about the dan-
gers of partition but also the
prospect of Greek Cypriots
becoming a minority in their own
country.

Veto

This had nothing to do with
racism or Turkey, he added,
explaining that if the Treaty of Lis-
bon were ratified, the floodgates
would be opened to EU nationals
to settle ontheisland.

And he pledged to veto the
treaty once elected.

Moreover, his election would
spell the end of the party political
system.

"For 34 years, the parties have

done nothing for the Cyprus prob-
lem. They are not worthy," he
declared.

Not being weighed down by
party baggage, Neophytou said,
he would introduce a novel sys-
tem of administration.

Neophytou wants to create a
new society based on "Isokratia,"
or power to the people viareferen-
da. Government would be reor-
ganised on a strictly non-partisan
basis.

Neophytou aims to establish a
national unity government, with a
'Presidential Council’ as the top
decision-making body.

Its standing members would be
people of all political affiliations -
some of whom are named - and
membership could be extended
to the general public depending
on the issue being debated.

A revamped National Council
would include just one represen-
tative of each party, and the Arch-
bishop, as spiritual leader of the
flock, would be guaranteed a

place.

To reverse the adverse trend
that the Cyprus issue has taken,
Neophytou calls for a "proactive
policy," which will involve a more
aggressive stanceon Turkey’s EU
prospects but also closer dia-
logue with Turkish Cypriots and a
better understanding of their
views.

"A settlement from the top
down," is how he describes the
process where ordinary citizens
and experts alike from both sides
would sit on work groups trying to
unravel the Cyprus problem.

Although Neophytou insists he
is open to any form of political set-
tlement - " have no bias" - he does
pillory the Annan Plan as a near-
disaster.

And according to his manifesto,
"Greek virtues and Greco-Christ-
ian values are in danger."

The four tenets of moral values
should be Home, School, Associ-
ation, Church —in that order.

Freemasons

"Things are extremely worrying
in our society today. We have
drugs in schools, kids forcing
drugs down other kids’ throats,
hooligans smashing up schools
and sports grounds, National
Guardsmen assaulted by civilians
while on duty...things that are
unheard of..." he lamented.

Controversially, Neophytou
also vows to stamp out freema-
sons and "other secret organisa-
tions that are a scourge on socie-
ty."

Realising his chances of win-
ning are slim, Neophytou says
he’s happy to drop outifone of the
other candidates were to adopt
his manifesto.

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The nine
men who
would be
president

NINE candidates waltzed
into the Nicosia Hilton
Park between 9am and
midday to have a quick
drink with elections reg-
istrar Lazaros Savvides,
talk to the press and pay
a hefty sum of money
(€1,200) in order to put
forward their candidacy
for the highest electoral
post of the country.

First in was the incumbent,
whose stated profession was
‘President’ rather than ‘law-
yer’, and place of residence
the ‘Presidential Palace’
rather than ‘Strakka’.

President Tassos Papa-
dopoulos said it was “an
honour” to be proposed by
the veteran doctor-politi-
cian Vassos Lyssarides.

His first witness (candi-
dates had to have eight in
total) was Spyros Kyprian-
ou’s widow, Mimi.

Papadopoulos repeated
his “together we shall suc-
ceed” slogan and called the
experience “symbolic and
emotional”.

Second was Presidential
hopeful from Paphos, An-
dreas Efstratiou who arrived
in a chauffeur-driven limou-

sine.

The candidate seemed to
get ahead of himself, as the
Mercedes he was in bore a
tiny Cypriot flag at the front,
not unlike that of the Presi-
dent’s.

At 10am, AKEL candidate
Demetris Christofias ar-
rived, holding his mother
Anna, laboriously hobbling
on her cane.

The whole affair resembled
a wedding, with more than
a score of people hot on
Christofias’ heels, applaud-
ing as he entered the room.

Having signed his name
on the form, the communist
party’s leader got up and
hugged Priest Papalazaros
Georgiou - the man “who
gave two sons to the altar
of democracy” said Christo-
fias, whose eyes welled up as
he addressed the press.

The real star of the show,
Anna, gave her own mini-
conference, as the old lady
sat down and modestly told
reporters that “God will
decide the outcome of the
elections.”

Speaking to the assembled
journalists, Papalazaros en-
listed God’s help in electing
Christofias.

Fourth in, clenching the
hand of the mother of his
child - Jacqueline Grivas -

was MEP Marios Matsakis.

Matsakis appeared to be
divided on whether the toll
which had to be paid was
worth it.

“It is money for a good
cause,” he said at first, but
after having finished his
Cypriot coffee in record
time (he was the only one to
opt for coffee over water) he
quipped: “€1,200 for a cup of
coffee!”

Two more independ-
ents followed: Anastasios
Michael and Christodoulos
Neophytou.

Michael had reportedly got
lost on his way over, an event
which may have racked his
nerves since he sped through
his two-minute speech to re-
porters.

Like Michael, Neophytou
seemed very alone as he
made his way through the
room. Refusing the offer of a
brief chat with Savvides on
the couch, the self-professed
income-collector from Varo-
si took his time at the press
conference,

Savvides politely cut him
off,

At 10.50am, the last of the
major hopefuls came in.

DISY candidate Ioannis
Kasoulides also received ap-
plause from his many-head-
ed entourage, which includ-

ed former Nicosia mayor
Lellos Demetriades.

Heading for the couch be-
fore the candidacy had been
made official, former Presi-
dent Glafcos Clerides - there
to propose Kasoulides — had
to be urged by the candidate
himself to get up.

After speaking to report-
ers in a less emotional man-
ner than Christofias had,
Kasoulides was hugged and
embraced by his support-
ers.

The penultimate -candi-
date was independent Cos-
tas Themistocleous, accom-
panied by his family and
renowned psychiatrist Yian-
gos Mikellides, who wore
black Reeboks and a long
black coat.

Themistocleous was in a
cheerful mood, jesting to a
witness that, “since we are
not at a bank, your signa-
ture does not bear any con-
sequences.”

Last, but not least, came
Costas Kyriakou, also known
as Outopos.

In jeans and a tracksuit
top, as well as his trademark
Rambo-like blackheadband,
Outopos had been warming
up by doing some jogging

outside the hotel.
Albeit accompanied by
the Nokia-tune ringtone
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throughout, Outopos was
otherwise alone, carrying
the signatures of the men
and women who were to
propose and act as witness
of his candidacy in his hand.

Speaking to the media, the
writer-farmer from Paphos
said that in 2003 he had won
73 per cent of the vote, Pa-
padopoulos 14 per cent and
Clerides 10 per cent, but the
results had been tampered
with by party leaders and
media barons.

“I will not stand anoth-
er injustice of this sort. I
should already be ruling the
whole world,” blazed Outo-
pos, whose speech received
applause from the camera-
men.

Savvides signaled the end
of the procedure promptly
at noon, much to the dismay
of ahopeful tenth candidate,
Stavros Mestanas.

His tardiness ensured that
2008 went down as the elec-
tion year with the second
largest ballot, 2003 having
seen 10 candidates vying for
the Cypriots’ vote.
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Field of nine chasing top post

JJUST nine presidential hope-
fuls will be running for office,
one short of the record of 10
registered five years ago.

They are: incumbent Tassos
Papadopoulos, House Speaker
Demetris Christofias, MEP loan-
nis Kasoulides, MEP Marios
Matsakis, former Agriculture
Minister Costas Themisto-
cleous, businessman Andreas
Efstratiou, health researcher
IAnastasios Michael, business-
man Christodoulos Neophytou
and author and farmer Costas
Kyriacou, a.k.a. Outopos.

It all got a bit corny last Friday
at the Hilton Park Hotel.

Demetris Christofias arrived
at 10am clenching his mum’s
hand.

The elderly Mrs Annou, the
person proposing her son for
president, laboured at every
step.

Speaking to the press after
submitting his candidacy, an
lemotional Christofias seemedto
fight back tears as he thanked
his mother for "giving birth to me
and raising me the way she did."

Doubters might say the Akel
man was overplaying the mum
card.

Inthe same vein, Disy-backed
loannis Kasoulides called for-
mer President Glafcos Clerides

Politicians, who under "nor-
mal" circumstances would be
sworn enemies, mingled freely
in the hotel’s cafeteria, smoking,
cracking jokes and teasing one
another.

One of the most memorable
sound bites came from Disy
spokesman Haris Georgiades,
soon after Kasoulides arrived to
submit his candidacy accompa-
nied by Clerides.

"I hope the President
[Clerides] does not get con-
fused and submits his own can-
didacy. That’s how we got done
in the last time," he joked, in a
reference to the 2003 vote when
Clerides lost to Tassos
Papadopoulos in the first round.

Clerides, known for his sense
of humour, accepted the mantle
of spiritual father, but clarified
that he did not hear Kasoulides’
confession.

Shrink

This brought to mind what
Kasoulides had said a while
back - that he would only con-
fess to his priest as to whether
he regretted supporting the
Annan Plan.

But the most delicious bits
were yet to come. Dark horse
Costas Themistocleous showed
up with celebrity psychiatrist
and social commentator Yian-
gos Mikellides, known for his

incisive and occasionally outra-
geous columns in the Greek-

language press.

Mikellides, in typical laid-back
style, was wearing black
Reeboks and a long black coat.

"I brought my shrink along,"
Themistocleous joked.

Mikellides himself said he was
backing Themistocleous for
three main reasons:

"First, because he’s my friend,
second because the others are
not better, and third because he
promised me the Foreign Min-
istry," he said.

He later explained that he was

be he was dodging the prying
media.

The Weekly caught a glimpse
of Outopos having a serious
chat with Kasoulides spokes-
man Loukas Fourlas, but could
not determine the nature of the
conversation.

Outopos managed to grab all
the attention while Themisto-
cleous was giving his mini press
conference.

Ballots include the name of
candidates, their picture and an
emblem of their choice.

Outopos wanted to submit an
emblem portraying the naked
